During a three day period in 
November, 2008, we 
received 3 Lesser Scaup 
ducks that were all 
grounded at various 
locations in Winnipeg. When 
it rains and then freezes, 
roads and parking lots look 
like streams and rivers in

the moonlight.  When this 
happens during migration, 
they will land on these 
roads and become 
grounded.  Unfortunately, 
for diving birds such as 
Scaups, Loons, Grebes, they 
can only take off on open 
water. All three were 
released near Niverville on 
the Rat River after a good 
meal.

Northern flickers 
(NOFL-125-128)

On July 13, 2008, a 
Manitoba Conservation 
officer from Selkirk received 
3 Northern flickers. The 

finder thought the parents 
of these nestlings were 
shot, so he took them from 
the nest. When we received 
them, they were 
approximately 4 days old 
and we placed them on a 
mostly insect diet.  Northern 
flickers eat average of 100 
insects per day, at a daily 
cost of approximately $14. 
During rehabilitation,  we 
had 5 different cages for 

each stage of growth. 
These birds grew fast and 
were very loud and 
demanding. The flickers 
were soft released August 
15, 2008 in the Ritchot 
area. They stayed in the 
area and were provided 
food for an additional 3-4 
weeks before they 
migrated. This was a 
wonderful learning 
experience.

Rough-legged Hawk 
(RLHA-214)

A Manitoba Conservation 
officer in Dauphin found this 
hawk on the ground near 
the highway. The hawk, 
which was unable to stand 
or fly, may have been hit by
a vehicle.  The bird was 
shipped to PWRC by 
Gardewine Transport and we 
met the truck in Winnipeg. 

Gardewine is a huge 
supporter of wildlife and 
many times will ship 
animals from rural Manitoba 
for us to pick up in 
Winnipeg.  We found no 
obvious injuries and in a few 
days after the bird was 
given natural treatments for
trauma, she was able to 
stand. Unfortunately, due to 
bad weather, this hawk 
missed her migration. PWRC 

will overwinter her for a 
spring release.

When the weather turns 
cold and the lakes start to 
freeze, we prepare for  the 
calls of geese stranded on 
frozen ponds.  During the 
summer, a goose may 
become injured but can 
hide amongst all of the 
other geese.  In the fall, 
once the flock begins to 
thin out, the injured geese 
are easier to spot but more 
difficult to capture.  Many 
concerned members of the 
public start calling 
numerous organizations 
wondering what they 
should do.  Many callers 
receive information to do 
nothing and the geese will 
leave on their own.  Some 
believe that leaving food 
will entice the geese to stay
all winter and miss their 
migration.  Unfortunately, 
this is a myth.  The urge to 
migrate is stronger than the 
urge to stay for food. Many
of the remaining geese are 
either injured and cannot 
fly away, or have stayed 
behind to be with their 
injured mate. By not
leaving out food or water, 
these birds will starve and 
eventually succome to the 
frigid climate.  Leaving out 
grain or cracked corn and
warm water, helps the birds 

gain strength to handle the 
weather and also  gain a 
trust to come off the lake. 
It is too dangerous to 
attempt to capture geese 
on a freshly frozen pond 
and it is best to lure them 
off the pond and onto solid 
ground.  Never attempt to 
capture any wild animal 
without proper instructions. 
You cannot help the animal 
if you need to stop by the 
hospital first yourself. 
Always call first when you 
find any injured or 
orphaned wildlife.

Tips on capturing wildlife

1. Attempting a rescue 
requires more than one 
person.
2.  Have a box or container, 
towel or blanket, and a plan.
3.  Try to use your 
surroundings to help with 
the capture.  Herd the 
animal towards a wall of a 
building or thick brush.
4.  Try to get as close as 
possible to the animal to 
throw the towel or blanket 
overtop.
5.  Once the head is 
covered, you will have a 
few seconds to restrain the 
animal and place into the 
box.
